Go Ahead Anyway!

The phrase “Go ahead anyway” doesn’t sound like encouragement but in the
history of MCC it has power. We are celebrating the 50t Anniversary of MCC
this October, so it is good to look back to the beginning.

Rev. Troy Perry writes about those times in “Don’t Be Afraid Anymore”. On page 36-37 we
find these words”

“On October 6, 1968, twelve people attended the first service of Metropolitan Community
Church. It was held in the right half of the little pink house in Los Angeles that Willie Smith
and | called home. Instead of a suit and tie, | departed from my Pentecostal fashion and wore
black robes for the first time in my life. The change was initiated because an older friend Rev-
erend Revel Quigley, a gay Congregational minister, knew that my outreach would attract
people from a wide spectrum of very different religious backgrounds...

All of my plans for our prayer meeting were completed when Mother arrived, passing through
Los Angeles on her way from Florida to Las Vegas to visit my brother Eugene. | knew | had to
tell her something. Mother was already aware by that time that | was gay, but she needed to
know that | was starting a church. After | told her, Mother responded philosophically, “Well
Troy, you’ve always been trying to be preacher, even with all the problems,” she said. “If this
will make you happy, have a try at it.”

(I think Mother was pleased that the congregation would not be Pentecostal. She wore
makeup and smoked cigarettes, things Pentecostals condemned. Mother would have liked
me to be a Baptist, but it was not to be.)

Willie Smith could not imagine gay people being interested in my church, but Madeline Nel-
son said, “Do what God has called you to do! | think it's a wonderful idea.” Madeline watched
the service from our kitchen door. Her most important contribution was encouragement. How-
ever, since those were still the 1960s, when minorities in America were too often beaten and
jailed for seeking their civil rights, Madeleine was not speaking entirely in jest when she add-
ed, “We’ll probably all be arrested during the service -- but go ahead anyway!””

It seems that God’s Spirit was calling Troy to “Go Ahead”!

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DANCIN’ ON THE INSIDE - Dancing in the Rain

We’'ve just recently come through the wettest season of the year and we’re coming to the end of the hurricane season. Most of us still have
Hurricane Irma on our minds after last year’'s major storm to hit SW Florida as well as Maria in Puerto Rico. And, of course we have seen in-
credible storm and flooding damage to the east coast of the U.S. this year. So we know about rain!

Recently | saw a card that caught my attention, and when | see anything regarding “Dancin’” | check it out. My theme is still an awareness of
God speaking to me. So as | often do, | went to see what God’s Word had to say about storms and where we are and where God is in the midst
of them. Of course, this can be referring to natural disasters or our life crises that always see to embrace us.

Proverbs 1:27-33 New International Version (NIV)

27 when calamity overtakes you like a storm,
when disaster sweeps over you like a whirlwind,
when distress and trouble overwhelm you.

28 “Then they will call to Me but | will not answer;

they will look for me but will not find Me,

29 since they hated knowledge I_IFE ISNT ABOUT
and did not choose to fear the Lord. WA ITING FOR THE
30 Since they would not accept my advice STO RM TO PASS-

and spurned My rebuke,

31 they will eat the fruit of their ways IT S ABO UT LEARNING
and be filled with the fruit of their schemes. HOW TO DANCE
32 For the waywardness of the simple will kill them, IN ‘I'HE RAIN

and the complacency of fools will destroy them;

33 but whoever listens to Me will live in safety

and be at ease, without fear of harm.”

Sounds like | need to pay serious attention to this passage and particularly embrace verse 33. It doesn’t imply there will not be storms, disas-
ters or peril but it does give the promise of safety and deal with our human fear. Our natural reaction to life storms is fear and feeling over-
whelmed or not able to be in control. But God says you can live in safety and be at ease. Telling this to most people will bring disbelief, even
laughter. But living a faith-filled life can give us peace in the valley (Romans 15:13, 33; Philippians 4:7,9) and joy on the mountaintop (Romans
15:13, Nehemiah 8:10c, Romans 12:12; 15:13; James 4:9)

Luke 8:23-35 New International Version (NIV)

As they sailed, Jesus fell asleep. A squall came down on the lake, so that the boat was being swamped, and they were in great danger.

The disciples went and woke him, saying, “Master, Master, we’re going to drown!”

He got up and rebuked the wind and the raging waters; the storm subsided, and all was calm. “Where is your faith?” He asked his disciples.

In fear and amazement they asked one another, “Who is this? He commands even the winds and the water, and they obey Him.”

Jesus’ example here shows a trust and faith enough to fall asleep even when those with him were reacting to the circumstances and not using
their faith and trust that God was with them, not only in the person of Jesus but in their spirit through faith and joy in the God who loved them.

Do we miss opportunities to show the Jesus kind of faith? Do we reflect joy regardless of our feelings? Faith is a Spiritual gift to help us to
“dance in the rain” and Joy is the gift of the Spirit bringing us the music that enables us to be “dancin’ on the inside”!!

So come dance in the rain (mountains, trials, troubles, deluge, life messes) and come dance with Joy (not feelings, denial, or control) and be
Dancin’ on the Inside!!

| associate scents with memories. | once smelled recently cut grass while riding an elephant in Thailand
and immediately | experienced intense thoughts of childhood on the farm in Willis, Michigan.

When | am baking coffeecakes and breads and | start to smell good things in the oven my thoughts go
immediately to my grandmother’s house on Florida Street in Detroit and the niche beside the stairway to
the attic, where all the baking bowls and pans were stored. Those mostly ceramic bowls from the size of
a teacup to a small washtub intrigued me. | can still smell the raw wood of the attic, the mothballs kept
in the linens and the faint aromas of cakes and breads, pies and cookies.

There is nothing better than the aroma of banana bread baking in the oven. Delicious as it is on its own,
I have found a recipe that improves even the best banana bread—the addition of swirls of Nutella! Choc-
olate and hazelnuts and banana. | can almost smell that banana bread baking in the oven right now!

Nutella Swirled Banana Bread

Ingredients

2 cups all-purpose flour

1 teaspoon baking soda

1/2 teaspoon salt

1 cup (2 sticks) unsalted butter at room temperature
1 cup granulated sugar

2 large eggs

1 teaspoon vanilla

4 overripe bananas, mashed (about 1-1/2 cups)
2/3 cup coarsely chopped walnuts, toasted

1 cup Nutella

Instructions

Preheat oven to 350 °F. Lightly grease and flour a 9x5-inch loaf pan and
set aside.

Sift together flour, baking soda, and salt.

Using an electric mixer beat the sugar and butter until fluffy. Add the eggs,
then the vanilla. Beat until well combined. Stir in the flour, baking soda,
and salt. Fold in the mashed bananas until just combined. Stir in walnuts.

Spread one third of the batter evenly into the bottom of the prepared pan.
Spoon one third of a cup of Nutella over the batter in the pan and then
swirl through the batter with a table knife. Place one third of the remain-
ing batter evenly over the first layer and swirl with one third of a cup of the
remaining Nutella. Spread the remaining batter evenly over the top and
top with the remaining one third of a cup of Nutella. Swirl through the bat-
ter with a table knife.

Place loaf pan on a baking sheet and bake for 60-70 minutes or until golden brown and a toothpick inserted in the center comes out
clean. Let the bread cool in the pan for at least 30 minutes before removing to a wire rack to cool completely.

Do not slice banana bread until completely cool—at least 3 to 4 hours or overnight (You probably won’t be able to wait that long!)

New: Inside/Out by Jonathan Hollander

No one can see the Kingdom of God unless they are born again. John

3:3

A few years ago a publisher made a big mistake. A book had
been on the market for several years, so it was time for a makeover.
The author rewrote the book to bring it up to date. But when the revi-
sion was published, there was a problem. The publisher gave the book
a nice new cover but printed the old book inside.

The exterior was fresh and new, but the interior was old and
out of date. This “reprint” was not really new at all.

Sometimes that kind of thing happens with people. They reali-
ze a change needs to be made in life. Things are heading in the wrong
direction. So they may put on a new exterior without making a vital
change in their heart. They may change a behavior on the outside but
may not realize that it is only God who can change us on the inside.

In John 3, Nicodemus sensed that because Jesus came “from
God” (v. 2) He offered something very different. What Jesus told Nico-
demus made him realize that He offered nothing short of a rebirth (v. 4):
He needed to be “born again” to be made totally new (v. 7).

That change comes only through faith in Jesus Christ. That’s
when “the old has gone, the new is here” (2 Cor. 5:17). Do you need a
change? Put your faith in Jesus. He’s the one who changes your heart

and makes all things new.
Lord, I now know that changes on the outside - behavior,
Looks, attitude - don "t change me inside. | put my faith in
Jesus, who died on the cross and rose again to forgive my

Sins. Make me new on the inside - in my soul. Amen.

Nicodemo necesitaba “nacer de nuevo” para ser hecho totalmente una
nueva persona (v.7).

En ese
momento, “las cosas viejas pasaron; he aqui todas son hechas nue-
vas” (2 Corintios 5:17). ¢Necesitas un cambio? Pon tu fe en JesUs.
